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Prices this year  fell well short of the nor-
mal value for top quality Guppies the high-
est lot only reaching £17.00 a pair. 

Most were sold near or on the minimum 
bid of £3.00 . It is surprising that in times 
when the BLA-GS membership is growing 
rapidly , during the last three shows we 
have seen price values plummet.  Is it that 
we are now exchanging fish or internet sell-
ing, that the new breeders can acquire these 
strains more easily?
